9.13. Additional Remedies. Except as otherwise specifically set forth herein, the rights and
remedies provided hereunder shall be in addition to, and not in lieu of, all other rights and remedies
available in connection with this Grant Agreement.

9.14. Survivorship. Where any representations, warranties, covenants, indemnities or other
provisions contained in this Grant Agreement by its context or otherwise, evidences the intent of
the parties that such provisions should survive the Closing or termination of this Grant Agreement,
the provisions shall survive the Closing or any termination. Without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, the parties specifically acknowledge and agree that the provisions of Sections V, VI, VII,
VIII, and IX and the Conditions contained in Exhibit A shall survive any termination of this Grant
Agreement.

9.15. Early Termination. Either party may terminate this Contract upon 60 days prior
written notice to the other party. Upon such termination, any unexpended Grant funds shall
automatically revert to the Fund.

9.16. Entire Agreement. This Grant Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between
the parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof. All recitals, exhibits, schedules and
other attachments hereto are incorporated herein by reference.

9.17. Headings. The headings of the various sections of this Grant Agreement have
been inserted for convenience only and shall not modify, define, limit or expand the express
provisions of this Grant Agreement.

9.18. Counterparts. This Contract may be executed in one or more counterparts, each
having the full force and effect of an original. If there is any controversy as to the contents or
authenticity of any counterpart original, the Contract on file in the offices of the Fund shall be
considered the controlling document.

The Town of Carrboro requested $45,000 of a $50,000 effort to plan actions for improving water
quality of Bolin Creek in Carrboro and Chapel Hill in Orange County. Bolin Creek is tributary to
Little Creek, Jordan Lake, and the Cape Fear River. Under the leadership of the Town, the Bolin
Creck Watershed Restoration Team will identify locations where use of stormwater best
management practices (BMPs) will provide the most cost-effective benefits to water quality. The
Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to $45,000 to the Town of Carrboro as a stormwater
mini-grant at its meeting on November 13, 2006.

Water Quality Benefits:

1. Future implementation of the BMPS identified by this Project will trap pollutants and decrease
scour, bank erosion, and peak flows in Bolin Creek and improve water quality in this stream
and in water bodies to which it is tributary.

Scope of Work:
1. Divide the stream into reaches that are conducive to evaluation in this study, with the goal of
limiting the land area tributary to each BMP to 100 acres.

2. For each reach of stream, assess geomorphic conditions within its tributary area (subwatershed):

a. Compile information on present and future land use and associated land-surface
perviousness.

b. Identify and characterize areas of problem geomorphic instability, including assessment of
the severity of the problem.

c. Determine and describe the sources and causes of the problems.

d. Map locations of geomorphic instability and potential instability sources using GPS with
accuracy to 3 meters.

e. Prioritize the locations with regard to severity of the problem.
3. Identify locations where BMPs can be used to address identified problems and, for each BMP

location:
a. Identify specific types of BMPs (competing candidate BMP types, if applicable) that could
be used.

b. For each candidate BMP at each location:

- estimate the amount of water quality benefit that the candidate BMP will provide
(measures of benefit: reduced sediment transport, reduced nutrient transport, and/or
others as appropriate);

- estimate initial and annual costs of implementing the BMP; and

- identify and describe favorable and unfavorable logistic, safety, legal, and other
important aspects of implementing the BMP.

4. Prepare a report of information, data, evaluations, and recommendations to include the
following, at a minimum:

a. Field data sheets or a spreadsheet of the field data collected to characterize problem areas,
sources, and causes.

b. GIS point and/or line shapefile(s) of identified locations of geomorphic instability and their
sources and causes.

c. A summary of geomorphic conditions and problems, highlighting particularly unstable
areas, and prioritizing the problems with regard to severity.

d. Shapeline files, detailed site maps, summary chart/spreadsheet, and supporting narrative
describing problems, locations, sources causes, candidate BMPs, estimates of BMP cost,
comments on BMP implementation, estimates (quantitative) of BMP benefits to water
quality, and recommendations for BMP implementation.

Conditions:

1. Mapping of streams, drainageways and wetlands should be consistent with the standards
established by the “Implementation Plan to Improve the Mapping and Digital Representation
of Surface Waters in North Carolina” adopted by the NC Geographic Information
Coordinating Council and available to the public via the NC One Map Project, if requested.

Schedule:

1. Complete Project by June 30, 2008. _

2. Submit items specified in Section 3.2 (including the final report and final invoice) no later
than July 31, 2008.

3. The Fund’s commitment to disburse funds under this Grant Agreement shall cease on
the Expiration Date: August 31, 2008.

DEFINITIONS

“Agency” (as used in the context of the definitions below and for purposes of this
Contract, means Department of Environment and Natural Resources (“DENR?”).

“Audit” means an examination of records or financial accounts to verify their accuracy.
“Certification of Compliance” means a report provided by the grantor agency to the
Office of the State Auditor (“OSA”) that states that the grant recipient has met the
reporting requirements established by this Subchapter and includes a statement of
certification by the grantor agency and copies of the reporting package submitted by the
grant recipient.

“Compliance Supplement” refers to the North Carolina State Compliance Supplement,
maintained by the State and Local Government Finance Division within the North
Carolina Department of State Treasurer that has been developed in cooperation with
agencies to assist the local auditor in identifying program compliance requirements and
audit procedures for testing those requirements.

“Contract” means a legal instrument that is used to reflect a relationship between the
agency, grant recipient, and sub-grant recipient, and is used interchangeably herein with
the term “Grant Agreement.”

“Fiscal Year” means the annual operating year of the non-State entity.

“Financial Assistance” means assistance that non-State entities receive or administer in
the form of grants, loans, loan guarantees, property (including donated surplus property),
cooperative agreements, interest subsidies, insurance, food commodities, direct
appropriations, and other assistance. Financial assistance does not include amounts
received as reimbursement for services rendered to individuals for Medicare and
Medicaid patient services.

“Financial Statement” means a report providing financial statistics relative to a given part
of an organization's operations or status.

“Grant” means financial assistance provided by Clean Water Management Trust Fund for
the performance of the obligations under the Grant Agreement.

“Grantee” as defined in the General Statutes of North Carolina (“NCGS”) § 143-6.2(b): a
non-State entity that receives a grant of State funds from a State agency, department or
institution, but does not include any non-State entity subject to the audit and other
reporting requirements of the Local Government Commission, shall herein be identified
by the term “grant recipient.” Any use of the term “grantee” herein shall mean and refer
to an entity that is the recipient of an interest in real property.

“Grantor’” means an entity that provides resources, generally financial, to another entity in
order to achieve a specified goal or objective. For purposes of this Contract, the Grantor
is Clean Water Management Trust Fund (“Fund” or “CWMTF”).

“Non-State Entity” has the meaning in NCGS § 143-6.2(a)(1): A firm, corporation,
partnership, association, county, or unit of local government, public authority, or any
other person, organization, group, or governmental entity that is not a State agency,
department or institution.

“Public Authority” has the meaning in NCGS §§ 159-7(10) and 143-6.2(a)(3): A
municipal corporation that is not a unit of local government, or a local governmental

authority, board, commission, council, or agency that (i) is not a municipal corporation
and (ii) operates on an area, regional, or multiunit basis, and the budgeting and
accounting systems of which are not fully a part of the budgeting and accounting systems
of a unit of local government.

“Single Audit” means an audit that includes an examination of an organization's financial
statements, internal controls, and compliance with the requirements of Federal or State
awards.

“Special Appropriation” means a legislative act authorizing the expenditure of a
designated amount of public funds for a specific purpose.

“State Funds” means any funds appropriated by the North Carolina General Assembly or
collected by the State. State funds include federal financial assistance received by the
State and transferred or disbursed to non-State entities. Both Federal and State funds
maintain their identity, as they are sub-granted to other organizations. Pursuant to NCGS
§143-6.2(b), the terms “State grant funds” and “State grants” do not include any payment
made by the Medicaid program, the Teacher’s and State Employees Comprehensive
Major Medical Plan or other similar medical programs.

“Sub-grantee” has the meaning in NCGS §143-6.2(b): a non-State entity that receives a
grant of State funds from a grant recipient or from another sub-grant recipient but does
not include any non-State entity subject to the audit and other reporting requirements of
the Local Government Commission. For purposes of this Contract however, the term
“sub-grant recipient” shall be substituted for the term “sub-grantee.”

"Unit of Local Government has the meaning in NCGS§§ 159-7(15) and 143-6.2(a) (2): A
municipal corporation that has the power to levy taxes, including a consolidated city-
county as defined by NCGS §160B-2(1), and all boards, agencies, commissions,
authorities, and institutions thereof that are not municipal corporations.
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
